5 Paragraph Essay – Structure


Your introduction starts out general (do not give your thesis away!). This is known as a HOOK and can be a surprising fact, example, question, or quotation. It slowly narrows down to your 3 topics and THESIS. Your 3 topics either come right before your thesis OR are a part of your thesis. Your THESIS must be arguable, provable, and worth proving.





   Conclusion





Your 3 topics from your thesis will each be developed into a middle paragraph. ALWAYS provide support/examples (details, acts, figures, quotations and stats) to back up what you are trying to say. Remember to cite your references where applicable. The concluding sentence from one middle paragraph should hint to the topic of the next paragraph (transition)…specifically between middle paragraphs 


#1 - #2….and #2 - #3. Try and save your best argument for the 3rd middle paragraph.





Start your conclusion by re-wording your thesis. Next, state your 3 topics again ( (summarize). End on some inspirational/philosophical note.
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
